All ball that comes to 
rest on the roof of the cable house is deemed 
to be lost in the obstruction. Free relief is 
available under Rule 16-1e, the reference point 
being the place on the course immediately 
below where the ball last crossed the edge of 
the cable house before coming to rest on its 
roof. iv) Greenside fixed sprinkler heads 
intervening on line of play: The player may 
take relief under Rule 16.1b if the sprinkler 
head is on the line of play and is within 2 club 
lengths of the putting green and within 2 club 
lengths of the ball. The relief area has a radius 
of 1 club length from the nearest point of 
relief.
